» Multiple rows

WHERE First_name = ‘Gee’ or First_name = ‘gee’;

DELETE FROM "table_name"
WHERE "condition";

» Single row
DELETE FROM CUSTOMERS
WHERE ID = 6;

» Multiple rows
DELETE FROM CUSTOMERS
WHERE age>25;

> All rows
DELETE FROM CUSTOMERS;
